In a day and age when lawsuits are 
regularly brought to squelch student 
prayers and Bible reading, and to 
prevent legislative invocations from 

including “in Jesus’ name,” it is important for Americans 
to remember the precious freedoms that we enjoy 
under the U.S. Constitution (1789), expressly stated in 
our Bill of Rights. The First Amendment reads: 
“Congress shall make no law respecting the 
establishment of religion, nor prohibiting the free 
exercise thereof …” 

There is a direct connection between the degree of civil 
liberty we enjoy and the religious freedom we have. 
Indeed, Thomas Jefferson said it well, in these words 
inscribed on his memorial in Washington, D.C.: 

God who gave us life, gave us liberty at the same time. Can the 
liberties of a nation be secure when we have removed their only 
sure basis, a conviction in the midst of the people that those 
liberties are the gifts of God? 

It is essential that Americans remember, and pass on to 
our children and grandchildren, the fact that religious 
liberty is the first and the most important of the 
constitutional principles that make this nation “the land 
of the free.”
