Speaking Up for the Defenseless 
The Bible says, “Speak up for those 
who cannot speak for themselves, 
for the rights of all who are 
destitute” (Proverbs 31:8). There 
is, perhaps, no more destitute and 
defenseless class of people in 
Tennessee than the unborn. 

In 2000, the Tennessee State 
Supreme Court “found” a 
fundamental right to abortion in 

the state Constitution. In addition, the Court made

protecting abortion. And Tennessee’s court is the only 
one to have struck down a legislatively enacted 
informed consent law! Other commonsense laws like a 
48-hour waiting period were also ruled 
unconstitutional. 

The only way to rectify the Court’s ruling is for the 
people to vote on a constitutional amendment that 
would once again make our Constitution neutral on the 
issue of abortion. Senate Joint Resolution 127 would 
reverse the Court’s ruling and once again allow abortion 
to be regulated by our elected legislators, who are 
accountable to us, instead of by five unelected justices. 

To go on the ballot, SJR 127 must be passed the state 
legislature elected during the 2010 elections season. 
Pro-life Tennesseans must know where their state 
legislative candidates stand on this issue. To learn more 
about this and other state issues, go to our Web site at 
www.FACTn.org.
